So, if God created 
plants and trees and animals

Him every day and get to know Him? 
We could be best friends like 

you and me!

Q, the Bible tells us that God is 
with us! He is present everywhere and 

at all times.

You can’t see Him with your 
eyes Q, He’s invisible. The Bible tells us 

He’s spirit, so doesn’t have a body 
that we can see.

But I don’t see 
Him! Where is He?

But if He’s 
invisible, how 
do we know 
He’s real?

He’s a bit like the wind Q – 
we can’t see it either, but we know 

it’s there, don’t we?

I suppose, but if He’s 
a best friend, like you and 

me B.E.S, I want to be able to 
talk to Him and give Him big 

giant hugs! How can I do 
that if He’s invisible?

Sometimes these 
things are hard for us to fully 

understand Q, but the Bible tells 
us that God loves us. He wants 

to talk with us and He’s 
always there for us! 
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But how can we 
be really sure that 
He loves us, B.E.S?

Have you ever 
received a letter, an email 
or a message from a really 
good friend? You can’t wait 

to read it!

Oh yes, B.E.S! 
I LOVE when friends

read the Bible, the 
same thing happens! 
You get to know how 
much God loves you 

and how He is a 
really special 

friend!

Tell us why you feel sad.

Well, I loved reading 
about God’s friendship with Adam 
and Eve. Their relationship was 

special; God loved them so much and 
provided a perfect place for 

them to live.

That’s right Q, 
God breathed life into 

Adam and Eve, making them 
in His image and giving 

them the special task of 
looking after His 

creation.

That’s right Q, and then 
when she and Adam ate the fruit their 

friendship with God was broken and they 
were put out of the garden! 

And God asked them 
to keep a special rule – not 
to eat the fruit from the 
tree in the middle of the 

garden!

But that’s where the story 
turned sad! The crafty serpent tricked 

Eve. He told her that she could be as clever 
as God if she broke God’s rule. 

I know it’s hard to 
understand Q, but isn’t it true that we 

all do wrong things? We make choices, just 
like Adam and Eve, that hurt others, God 

and even ourselves!

But do you just 
mean really bad things 

like killing people?

No Q, when we are angry, 
jealous, selfish, we say mean things, we 

tell lies, we blame others – all those 
things break God’s rules too.

It’s true Q, when we disobey 
His rules, it’s called sin. Sin separates 

us from God. He is so perfect He 
can’t be around sin.

forever. 

But I don’t want to be 
separated from God forever! I want 

to be friends! So how can God save me 
from my sin?

That’s right Q. When 
people get into difficulty in 
the water, they need to be 

rescued.

They need to be 
saved by the lifeguard, 

don’t they Q?

So what did 
Jesus do?

Don’t worry Q. God loved us 
so much that He provided a way to fix our broken 

friendship. He sent His Son, Jesus, who never sinned, to 
take the punishment for our sin. 

Jesus died on a 
cross, Q. He took the 
punishment that we 
deserve and made it 

possible for our sins to 
be forgiven.

But I feel sad that Jesus 
chose to die for me! It should have 

been me! I’m the one who does 
wrong things!

I know Q, but the GOOD NEWS 
is that Jesus didn’t just die, He came 

back to life! He beat death! 



He beat death?! 
WOW!!
